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2016 Census: Population and Dwelling Counts

The 2016 Census Day was May 10, 2016. On February 8, 2017, Statistics Canada
released its first set of data from this Census, on population and dwelling counts.

KEY POINTS

Population

The 2016 population of Toronto is 2,731,571, or 7.8% of Canada's total population of
35,151,728. The data is not adjusted for undercoverage (see Glossary).

Toronto's population grew by 116,511 residents between 2011 and 20186, an
increase of 4.5%. This is more than the number of people added between 2006 and
2011 of 111,779 or 4.5%.

Three cities in Canada saw their population grow by more than 100,000 people
between 2011 and 2016: Calgary, up by 142 387; Edmonton, up by 120,345; and
Toronto with 116,511 more people.

228,200 more people live in Toronto than were here a decade ago.

The 2016 population of the Greater Toronto and Hamilton Area (GTHA) is
6,054,433, or 19.8% of Canada's population. The city of Teronto accounts for 39.3%
of the GTHA's population. This is down slightly from 39.8% of the GTHA in 2011.

Between 2011 and 2016, the GTHA's population increased by 5.8% or by 380,293
persons. Toronto accounts for about 30.6% of the GTHA's growth. This is compared
to 21.8% of the GTHA growth between 2006 and 2011. The city's share of the GTHA
growth has increased by 40.4%.

The growth rates of the GTHA regions and single-tier municipalities ranged between
3.3% and 9.3%. Halten Region had the strongest growth rate at 9.3%, followed by
York Region at 7.5%, Peel Region at 6.5%, Durham Region with 6.2% and Hamilton
at 3.3%.

Growth rates varied across the GTHA's 26 municipalities, ranging from 0.2% to
30.5%. This includes the single-tier municipalities of Toronto and Hamilton and the
cities and towns in the GTHA.

The five fastest-growing municipalities in the GTHA with a population growth rate of
mare than 10% include Milton at 30.5%, followed by King at 23.2%, Whitchurch-
Stouffville at 21.8%, Brampton at 13.3% and Caledon at 11.8%.

Although Statistics Canada makes a great effort to count every person, in each
Census a notable number of people are left out for a variety of reasons. For

* We propose a cross-tab of:
* Age (At least 10 year age groups for 45+)
* Sex
* Response to difficulty seeing (all with count by response category: no, sometimes, often, always)
* Response to difficulty hearing
* Response to difficulty walking, using stairs, using hands/fingers or other physical activities
* Response to difficulty learning, remembering, or concentrating
* Response to emotional, psychological or mental health conditions
* Response to other health problem or long-term condition

This cross-tab would allow us to investigate the overall pattern of responses, and the degree of crossover of
responses. A range of geographic scales would be helpful to investigate suppression. Perhaps StatCan can
also work with us on this to find the right balance between the geographic scale and data suppression.
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Data opportunity:

People living in collective dwellings

 Our community stakeholders expressed a clear desire to
investigate opportunities for better understanding the population
living in collective dwellings.

Improved groupings on key socio-demographic categories

* Add expanded age groups to address information needs for a
population that is aging and living longer

* Add expanded income groups to include a broader range of income
categories over $100k/year

* Find more opportunities to cross tab visible minority data and
aboriginal identity data. Feedback from our members is that VM
data was not downloaded where differentiation between VM groups

was not possible.
